Rules of the Scholarship Committee

Article I – PURPOSE

The purpose of the scholarship committee shall be to determine the quantity, amount and recipient of any scholarship(s) awarded by the East Central School District Band Boosters in order to provide financial assistance for ongoing education to qualified seniors of the East Central High School Band Program.

Article II – THE FUNDS

Section 1.  

The scholarship fund may be augmented by means approved by the Band Booster Club and all money taken into the fund will be deposited in a savings account and/or C.D. – six months, or any other form of insured short-term investment separate from other Band Booster money.

Section 2.

The principle scholarship shall be known as the Albert Alfaro Memorial Scholarship and will be awarded according to the amount of available funds, with the minimum being $1000.00 per academic year.

Section 3.

Any funds remaining from a scholarship at the end of two (2) full, regular semesters, when all other requirements have been met, may be carried over into the next college year. Full, regular semesters should be understood to mean the normal Fall and Spring academic semesters.

Section 4.

Any funds not dispersed from the scholarship account to individual recipients for any reason shall remain in the scholarship account and used for the following years scholarships.

Article III – COMMITTEE AND DUTIES

Section 1.

The Scholarship Committee will consist of seven (7) members: the President of the Band Boosters, the Booster Club treasurer, the Superintendent or his representative, the high school Principal and three members appointed by the president from the body at the March meeting.  The band director will serve as a non-voting member of the committee.  No parent of a qualified senior band member shall be a member of the scholarship committee.

Section 2.

Should the President, Treasurer, Superintendent or his representative, or High School Principal have a qualified senior band student in the same school year of the scholarship selection, they shall remove themselves from the committee and ask the Band Booster President to name a qualified replacement.

Section 3.

Vacancies occurring in the committee will be filled at the discretion of the president, with the approval of the Executive Committee.

Section 4.



The majority of the Scholarship Committee will constitute a quorum.

Section 5.

The Band Booster President will serve as the Chairman of the Scholarship Committee and will call and preside over all meetings.  If the President of the Booster Club has removed themselves from the committee due to Article III, Section 2, the committee shall elect a chairperson from the remaining committee members.
Section 6.

The recommendations of the quantity of scholarships issued and the value of each scholarship granted by the Scholarship Committee shall be approved by the Executive Committee and announced to the general membership at a regular meeting.  These recommendations will be determined by the amount of funds collected throughout the year and available for this purpose. This approval shall be granted prior to the actual student selection process.

Article IV – SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS AND AWARDS

Section 1.

Student scholarship candidates must be residents of East Central School District and band members of the current graduating class of East Central High School.  Student scholarship candidate must have maintained an overall 85 average during their four (4) high school years.

Section 2.

Student scholarship candidates must be of good character, dependable, thoughtful, show cooperation with the school faculty and fellow students, in good standing with the band financially and have taken an active part in all band projects.

Section 3.

Student scholarship candidates must be accepted into the freshman class of a college or university and take a minimum of twelve (12) hours per college semester or return the full amount of the scholarship to the East Central Band Booster Club.

Section 4.

The review and selection process of all student scholarship candidates shall be facilitated by the scholarship Committee employing student profiles devoid of all student identifiers.

Section 5.

Student scholarship recipients will be introduced at the Spring Band Concert.

Section 6.

Student scholarship recipients must notify the Chairman of the Committee of the acceptance or rejection of the scholarship by June 15 of the current year.  If a selection recipient rejects a scholarship, or if notification of acceptance or rejection is not made by the assigned date, an alternate recipient will be notified.

Article V – PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIP

Section 1.

Student scholarship recipients shall produce proof of enrollment for the coming Fall semester in a college or university as a full-time student (taking 12 or more credit hours) prior to any monetary award being made. This proof of enrollment shall be given to the President of the Band Boosters as soon possible after notification of the scholarship has been made.

Section 2.

The amount of the scholarship will be paid in one (1) installment,  A check for this amount will be made payable to the college and deposited with the registrar in good time before registration.
Section 3.

Student scholarship recipients will sign the required forms and maintain a copy until the scholarship has been paid in full.  The scholarship committee shall maintain records of all scholarships awarded each year.

Article VI – AMENDMENTS

Section 1.

These rules may be adjusted, amended and/or revised by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the current band booster members present at a regular general membership meeting.

Section 2.



These rules shall be reviewed (and revised as needed) on an annual basis.
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
